. Reminder: Please make sure that you bring your calendars to the Tuesday
meeting so we can reschedule the goal setting session. We will also be
asking about attendance at the January 27, 2005 Cities’ Association
Dinner (see note 2 below). Please remember to e-mail Mike or Pat no later
than Tuesday morning if you
want to pull an item from the Consent Agenda. Otherwise, that staff
person will be excused from attending the meeting. Finally, Council will be
electing its president at the Tuesday meeting according to Milwaukie
Charter Section 24. 00 PRESIDENT OF THE COUNCIL, which reads:

At the first meeting following the seating of any new duly elected members of the
council, the council shall elect a president from its membership. In the mayor's
absence from the council meeting, the president shall preside but shall have no
more than one vote.

. Staff has submitted a request to the State Marine Board for financial
assistance, under their emergency in repairing the boat ramp. The Marine
Board will assist the city by applying for a permit to work near the water
this spring or summer. The repair work will involve placement of rip rap
around and in between the existing panels to increase the safety of both
the north and south lanes.

. Code Compliance staff is working with the Building official regarding a
burned out house at 4203 Covell. Code staff attempted to contact the
several owner, but when letters were returned, a citation was issued. At
about the time the citation was issued, the property was sold and Code
staff is now working with the property owner to develop a compliance plan
as the potential buyer does not wish to be liable for any penalties. The
owner has begun cleaning up the property and the building department
reports that a demolition permit has been issued. During a recent site
visit the new owner commented that the neighbors were very happy to see
the property being cleaned up.

. The Milwaukie Pioneer Cemetery Association Board will meet on
Saturday, January 22, 11:00 a.m. at the Milwaukie Museum.

. Leonard Ford was appointed to utility worker | position in Streets to fill a
vacancy. Oralboard interviews will be held January 25 to fill two vacancies
in Police.

. After continuing testimony from industrial neighbors and in consideration
of new intersection and signal improvements to made by the applicant, the
Commission approved the Panattoni industrial development proposal at
Harmony Road and International Way. Street improvements include a



new right turn lane from International to Lake Road, new signal poles, a
possible but yet uncertain, left turn arrow for International onto Harmony,
and medians in International and Harmony Road.

7. The Planning Commission opened the public hearing on Gramor
development. The Commission heard the applicant's presentation and
public testimony. The hearing was continued to January 25 for
presentation of the staff recommendation and additional testimony.

8. The Commission endorsed the staff recommendation on Metro Title 7
Affordable housing which will be considered by the Council on January 18,
2005. The Commission recommends the City not adopt the Metro
voluntary affordable housing target nor adopt the seven land use tools
also specified.
