SE Malcolm that was illegally converted to a tri-plex from a duplex.  The 
work was done without permits and is in violation of our Zoning Ordinance.  
The current owner says he purchased the property in this condition but is 
willing to restore the property to the allowed duplex. 

 
6. I have attached testimony I gave before the House Revenue Committee 

yesterday regarding the vertical housing tax abatement program. The 
Oregon Department of Housing and Community Services is slated to 
assume responsibility for administration of the program if the legislation 
passes. They have requested our help through the legislative process.
