1. At its regular session on April 1, the City Council will hold a public hearing to 
consider comprehensive plan and zoning map changes on two tax lots in the 
Riverfront Park area. The intent of the changes is to enable the future 
redevelopment of the Riverfront Park. The City will submit further land use 
applications later this year to permit the actual development of the Park. 
Also on the agenda that night are 2 work session items: Kenny Asher will 
offer a debrief on the recent Downtown light rail station workshop, and Katie 
Mangle will brief Council and the public on the soon-to-be-published light rail 
Supplemental Draft Environmental Impacts Statement (SDEIS) – what it is, 
what it’s designed to do, and some tips on how to read it. 
The regular session will begin with the swearing in of Councilor Greg 
Chaimov who recently won the March 11 election for Position #1.  In addition 
to the public hearing noted above, Council will consider a grant application to 
the Oregon Parks and Recreation Department for Riverfront Park Phase 1, a 
contract with the Center for Environmental Structure for work associated with 
the planning and development of the South Downtown Area, an agreement 
with Angelo Planning Group for services related to the Transportation Code 
Update Project, and a joint application with Clackamas County and 
management agreement for the Milwaukie/North Clackamas Enterprise Zone. 
The work session begins at 5:30 p.m. in the City Hall Conference Room and 
the regular session at 7 p.m. in the City Hall Council Chambers, 10722 SE

5. In recognition of National Library Week, the Milwaukie Ledding Library will 
offer a “fine amnesty” the week of April 13 to 19.

7. On March 25 Milwaukie became the latest community approved by the 
Oregon State Legislature to use photo radar to enforce speed laws.  The 
photo radar unit will be positioned at various locations with an emphasis on 
identified problem areas.  The goal of this effort is to increase safety on 
Milwaukie’s streets. 

8. The Milwaukie Budget Committee will hold its first meeting of the 2008/2009 
budget year on April 16, at 6 p.m. in the City Hall Council Chambers, 10722 
SE Main Street.  Budget Officer Mike Swanson will deliver his Budget 
Message to the Committee and community, and copies of the proposed 
annual budget will be available.  Watch this website for more information.
